This reality leaves the majority impoverished andhes
many toward war and military camps in exchange
salaries that barely cover their most basic needs.

What comes together in Sudan’s crisis is ignorafce

devotion to authority, and hatred of it at the saimee,
which points to a very deep propaganda machinewiiat
require many years of work to uproot from peopfaiads.

Permanent work, organized struggle, and continy
political education are the real keys to solvingsth crises
What cannot be achieved through knowledge canno
achieved through force.
